I still remember
the assignment. It
was Fifth Grade
. English Class and
we had to do areport on what we wanted
to be when we grew up. However, Mrs.
Astleford threw in the twist we had to
find an adult who did that particular job
or profession and interview them. My
final report was a series of questions I
had come up with and the answers my
adult interviewee gave me, handwritten
in pencil in my best cursive penman-
ship. I dove right into the assignment
and my subject, who I anxiously, yet ea-
gerly, interviewed in his home office in
Conyngham, PA was Mr. Robert Nolf,
the PA Game Protector for Luzerne
County. Over the years, the PA Game
Commission’s Field Officers have gone
by a variety of names. In 1974 they were
still called Game Protectors, eventually
they transitioned to Wildlife Conserva-
tion Officers, and today their titles are
PA State Game Wardens. Down the
road, my life choices took me on a dif-
ferent path into uniformed service and
a military career, yet I've always had
tremendous respect and admiration for
the men and women who have made
wildlife law enforcement and conserva-
tion their life’s work.

In my second career as an outdoor
writer and lecturer, I have regular con-
tact with members of the PA Game
Commission, from the Senior Staff
Members at their State HQs in Harris-
burg, to their six Regional Offices, and
the individual State Game Wardens out-
in-the-field in each county. Last Friday,
Feb. 16., I had the opportunity to man
the Pennsylvania Outdoor Writers As-
sociation (POWA) booth at the Sports-
men’s Show at the Monroeville Conven-
tion Center. There I ran into someone I
knew, Matt Kramer, the PA State Game
Warden for Beaver County. Matt was
one of several Game Wardens and Dep-
uty Game Wardens proudly represent-
ing the PA Game Commission at their
booth and interacting with the public.
However, Matt was uniquely chosen to
give a recruiting seminar on “Becom-
ing a PA State Game Warden Cadet”
for anyone who chose to attend. Hav-
ing previously met Matt at the PGC’s
2023 State Game Warden Graduation
Ceremony, where I had the privilege
to deliver the Keynote Address and
Matt provided his stirring rendition of
our National Anthem (we’re talking he
could replace Jeff Jimerson at Penguins
games), I offered to do a piece to assist
Matt’s efforts and he graciously provid-
ed me his notes.

Now, the information I'm providing
is for those few select men and women

# Enroll as a PA State Game Warden Cadet!

in our area who have the interest and
passion to begin the lengthy, arduous
process towards becoming a PA State
Game Warden, which begins as a Ca-
det. For everyone else, this will provide
some understanding of the rigorous
mental, physical, and psychological re-
quirements each applicant must meet
on their journey towards eventual ap-
pointment as a PA State Game Warden.
As you read this, maybe you know of
a man or woman who you believe has
what it takes to become a PA State
Game Warden, so I highly encourage
you to pass this information along to
them. The Cadet application window
closes March 7, 2024, so this is time
sensitive!

The requirements for becoming a
PA State Game Warden Cadet include:
(1) Graduation from high school or an
accredited G.E.D. certification (previ-
ously 60 college credits were required);
and (2) Possession of an active Class
C driver’s license; and (3) Proof of
successful completion of a state-level
hunter safety course. Candidates do not
have to be a PA resident to apply. Ca-
dets must be 21 years of age at the date
of admission to the training school (so
you can start the process under 21)).
There is no maximum age. The applica-
tion process takes roughly a year from
start to finish. January through March
7, 2024 — Application open. March 30
or sooner — Civil Service written exam.
June - Physical screening (sit-ups,
push-ups, bench press, vertical jump,
300-meter run, & 1.5-mile run). Jul.
through Sep. — Background and ref-
erence checks. Oct. - In-person inter-
view with Senior Staff. Nov. — Medical
screening (drug screening, swim test,
physical exam, visual, and hearing),
Dec. - Psychological test, Jan. 2025 —
Formal Employment offer extended,
and finally March 2025 — Class is seated
in the Ross Leffler School of Conserva-
tion (RLSC) in Harrisburg, PA. Cadets
are paid $1,764 bi-weekly (roughly
$46K annual). Veterans are encouraged
to apply. The resident Cadet training
program is 44 weeks with 34-weeks of
classroom instruction (weekends off)
and 10-weeks of field assignment. Grad-
uation of RLSC Class #37 will be in Feb.
2026. For more info and application
procedures, please go to the PA Game
Commission’s website (pgc.pa.gov) and
search: Game Warden Careers. I know
becoming a PA State Game Warden isn’t
for everyone, but I do know there are a
few individuals reading this or who you
know, who have the “Right Stuff”. Let’s
encourage them to take the first step!

every time we go out for a walk. I don’t want to use
a choke collar, because it seems painful and coun-
terproductive to punish him every time he tries to
pull ahead. How can I get Trey to walk next to me
and not tug all the time? - Bill in New Orleans
DEAR BILL: Dogs love being outside and explor-
ing. That’s a big reason why Trey is tugging at his
leash - he wants to run and explore everything in
the world. But that’s not possible in the city. And for
the sake of your leash-holding arm, getting Trey to
relax is a big deal.

You're probably saying, “Oh, this is where Sam
tells us to reinforce basic obedience training.” And
you’re right. It’s important for Trey to follow your
commands, especially if he pulls the leash out of
your hand. But that’s just one element to leash
training a dog.

When you pull on the leash to slow Trey down,
he will automatically pull in the opposite direction.
This is a reflex action. The more you pull, the more
they dig in.

So instead, try a misdirection-reward strategy.
Give the command “heel” and have Trey walk
calmly beside you, with the leash slack. Whenever
he gets ahead of you (before the tug of war starts),
stop and change direction. He'll turn to go in the di-
rection you're heading, and when he does, give him

laundry. The mark on your wringer indicates it was made by Lovell Manufac-
turing Co., a company founded in Erie, Pennsylvania, in 1881. Automatic wash-
ing machines were invented in the 1920s and were common in most homes by
the 1950s. Wooden wringers from the late 1800s and early 1900s sell for about
