Over my lifetime, 
I’ve received good 
advice, bad advice, 
and even some 

very unusual advice. Probably some 
of the oddest advice, that was actually 
sound, came from my Uncle Jack prior 
to a week-long canoe trip up in Quebec 
Province with my Explorer Post as a 
high school junior. Uncle Jack told me 
to take my wooden canoe paddle inside 
the tent at night when I slept, since por-
cupines crave salt and will gnaw on ca-
noe paddle handles where you’ve sweat-
ed, if you leave them outside. I shared 
this wisdom with my fellow Explorers 
and they thought it was something I 
had made up. No one heeded my advice 
until the third night out in the back-
country, when we awoke to fi nd two 
wooden paddles severely gnawed on.
   After that encounter, I really wanted 
to see a porcupine up close in the wild. 
However, spending most of my time out-
doors in Southeastern and Southcentral 
PA made that unlikely. It wasn’t until 
my senior year at Penn State when I 
was driving a dirt road with two friends 
in Rothrock State Forest outside State 
College that I came across my fi rst PA 
porcupine. I stopped my truck, got out, 
and walked up within four feet of the 
slow-moving creature for a good look. 
Porcupines have poor vision and are 
easily overtaken, but their thick array 
of barbed quills cause most predators to 
give them a wide berth. It’s a myth they 
can shoot their quills at attackers, but 
they will bristle their quills and thrash 
their tails as defensive measures.
   Ever since my fi rst PA porcupine ob-
servation in September 1984, I have 
been fascinated by porcupines and al-
ways make it a point to consciously look 
for them when I’m afi eld.  In fact, the 
past 12-months were excellent for por-
cupine close encounters. I was recently 
sharing my stories with two Ohio resi-
dents, both of whom have never seen 
a wild porcupine. After telling the tales 
of the 7 porcupines I crossed paths 
with, the one gentleman light-heartedly 
pronounced that I am “The Porcupine 
Whisperer” in his eyes, since I seem to 
have the ability to attract them. Allow 
me to share my stories and you be the 
judge.
   Back on March 19, 2023, I was up on 
PA State Game Lands 39 in Venango 
County scouting for turkeys. I had our 
German Shepherd along as I walked 
remote forest roads looking for drop-
pings, tracks, feathers, scratchings, and 
dusting sites, along with listening for 
“turkey talk”. We were about a mile into 
our 5-mile jaunt when we came across 
a very dark, slow-moving porcupine up 

ahead. Fortunately, Saint listened to me 
and immediately healed when called. 
He left the porcupine alone as we got 
closer, but I did have my Leatherman in 
my pack, just in case I would ever need 
its pliers to remove quills from him. 
Five minutes later, I saw the “blond-
est” porcupine I’ve ever seen, sleeping 
in a sassafras tree only eight feet off 
the ground. Its very light color and the 
many gnawed branches clearly gave it 
away. I was able to get very close and 
the porcupine did allow some excep-
tional photographs, before I left it to its 
afternoon slumber.
   My next porcupine photo session was 
a “two-fer” on October 19, up in Warren 
County during the early muzzleloader 
antlerless deer season. I came across a 
mother porcupine and her young por-
cupette sleeping together in a hemlock 
tree. It made for a great photo and I was 
somewhat surprised I didn’t see any 
more porcupines that day, given all the 
gnawed trees I saw with bark removed 
at ground level or up above. Next, came 
the “I almost stepped on a porcupine 
moment” on December 8, when I was 
walking in the predawn darkness to my 
deer stand in Venango County with my 
red-lens headlamp. Suddenly, it was just 
there as I took a step. I avoided collid-
ing and decided against a photo, since a 
fl ash might scare the deer.
   Flintlock season brought two more 
porcupine sightings. On January 4, I got 
a photo of my very fi rst Mercer County 
porcupine on PA SGL 130, just east of 
Jackson Center, as it slept peacefully in 
a tree. However, the last day of fl intlock, 
Jan. 15, brought the best encounter of 
my life. Right after I missed a sizeable 
doe and as I was attempting to reload 
my fl intlock, I noticed her two yearlings 
were watching me from 45-yards away 
and then constantly looking down. I 
soon realized they were watching the 
largest porcupine I’ve ever seen, head-
ing directly my way. When it got within 
12-yards, I put down my rifl e and be-
gan recording with my iPhone. In the 
33-second video, the massive porcupine 
walks directly towards me until I had to 
stop recording and poke it with my fl int-
lock barrel after it got within 18-inches 
of where I was concealed. It whirled 
around thrashing its tail and stood up, 
revealing it reached halfway up my 
thigh, and gnashed its teeth for almost a 
minute. Eventually, it plodded off in the 
direction it had come from. Leaving me 
with a memory, a video, and photos I’ll 
never forget and happily share. Maybe 
a porcupine encounter, possibly your 
fi rst, is in store in 2024! God Bless, Be 
Safe, and Great Outdoors!

On a First-Name Basis
Read: John 10:1-16

He calls His own sheep by name and leads 
them out.  John 10:3

Whenever I visit the Korean Presbyterian Church 
in Baltimore, I notice that the people seldom refer 
to one another by their fi rst name. They speak for-
mally of each other and to each other—Mr. Kim, Mr. 
Pyen, Mrs. Hugh. One day I asked Mr. Pyen about 
this custom. He replied, “Only when we know people 
intimately do we use their fi rst name.”

Perhaps that’s why I responded negatively when 
the head of a religious organization wrote me asking 
for my fi nancial support. He began, “Dear Dennis,” 
and signed his letter, “Bob.” It was an impersonal 
form letter dressed in the garb of familiarity.

Jesus calls us by name because He knows us so 
well. That’s the picture we get in John 10. When an 
oriental shepherd was with the same fl ock for many 
years, he developed a close relationship with each 
animal. He would give them descriptive names like 
“Brown-leg” or “Black-ear.” And when he called 
them, they responded to his voice.

So too, when Jesus asks us to follow and obey 
Him, His call comes with the promise of the protec-
tion, guidance, sustenance, and rest that we need at 
that time in our lives. His call is suited to our needs 
because He knows us intimately. He knows us on a 
fi rst-name basis.

DEAR PAW’S CORNER:  I walk my neighbors’ 
dogs every day after school. It takes time because I 
have to walk one dog at a time, then go to the next 
house, and then the third one. I’d like to make this 
job a little more effi cient by walking all three dogs 
at the same time. What’s the best way to do this? 
-- Colin R., Smyrna, GA
DEAR COLIN: I can see your dilemma! Walking 
three dogs separately takes at least one hour, prob-
ably two, when you add in the time spent accessing 
each home, leashing up the dogs and unleashing.
   It is possible to walk all three dogs at once, but 
you have to do two important things fi rst: One, get 
permission from each neighbor to walk the dogs to-
gether, and two, make sure the dogs will get along 
before you commit. 
   You may be able to only walk two of them to-
gether and the third one alone. And if the neighbors 
don’t agree, then you’re stuck walking all three 
separately.
   If you do get permission to walk them together, 
do it on a trial basis. Here are a few tips from profes-
sional dog walkers:
-- Don’t use retractable leashes when walking mul-
tiple dogs. You need full control at all times.
-- Leashes can easily get tangled; hold two in one 
hand and one in the other, or buy a 3-way leash 
coupler to minimize tangles. 
-- If one or more dogs gets aggressive or bullying, 
walk them separately to prevent the problem from 
getting worse. 
-- Avoid walking them in areas where a lot of other 
dogs are present. If all three bolt toward another 
dog, you may not be able to hang on to them.
