THINGS THAT GO ‘BOOM’ IN THE SUMMER NIGHT.
Fireworks are staples of summer, when neighborhoods sporadically light up
with multicolored splendor, and distant pops can be heard on a regular basis.
Most fireworks are made of a small tube called an aerial shell that contains vari-
ous explosive chemicals, says the American Chemical Company. The shell has
gunpowder and something called “stars,” which give fireworks their color when
they explode. The shell is housed in a mortar that will launch the firework into
the air after a fuse is lit. Ultimately, a bursting charge of the firework explodes
and ignites the black powder and stars.

If the stars are randomly placed in the shell, they will produce random patterns.
But many fireworks are carefully created so that the stars are placed to allow
for specific patterns when the firework explodes. The following are some types
of fireworks that surely will be lighting up night skies, courtesy of Sky Bacon
Fireworks, Jake’s Fireworks, and American Pyrotechnics Safety & Education
Foundation, and Pyro City.

¢ Brocade: This firework has a large number of trailing stars falling slowly in an
umbrella pattern. It’s one of the most common firework effects.

e Cake: Sometimes called a “repeater” or a “multi-shot aerial,” a cake is a fire-
work that has a single fuse used to light several tubes in sequence. They fire at
a rapid pace and can sometimes feature more than 1,000 shots. Cakes are often
used as part of a show’s finale.

e Chrysanthemum: This is a spherical break of colored stars that leave a visible
trail of sparks.

e Crossette: A crossette is a shell that contains several large stars that travel
a short distance before breaking apart into smaller stars with loud crackling
sounds. This creates a criss-crossing effect.

e Dahlia: This shell produces a starfish-like shape when it bursts.

e Firecrackers: These are more about bang than flash. They lay on the ground,
and when the fuse is lit, will go off one after another with a loud bang.

e Fish: These produce an aerial effect that seems like several objects swimming
through the air and only lasts a few seconds.

¢ Fountains: These fireworks shoot between four and eight feet into the air and
are very colorful. They are sometimes called “driveway items” or “safe and sane”
because they don’t propel like other fireworks and may be safer for novices.

e Pistil: A pistil features a center sphere of stars that burst in a spherical shape.
Pistils contain an outer sphere of stars as well.

e Roman candle: This firework has a paper tube that shoots flaming balls out of
one end of the tube.

e Strobe: Similar to other fireworks
with a spherical break shape, this has
the added effect of blinking compo-
nents that makes it appear like shim-
mering water in the sky.

e UFO: This firework spins very fast
and lifts high into the sky, where it
bursts into a special aerial effect.
They're sometimes called helicopters,
sky flyers or planes.

There are many different types of fire-
works that add bang and color to eve-
ning celebrations.

i We all have our
idiosyncrasies.
Some we keep to
ourselves. But it’s
reassuring when you realize you're not
the only one who does a certain behav-
ior. Back in the summer of 2016, I was
sitting in the waiting room at Mel Grata
Toyota in Hermitage, as my Tundra
was getting an oil change. I picked up a
large book they had sitting on a table for
customers to peruse. It was titled, “The
Book of Names: A Toyota Love Story.”
It was an extensive collection, by Toy-
ota model, of the literally thousands of
names proud owners had lovingly given
their own special vehicles. There were
feminine, masculine, cute, funny, formal,
and quirky names shared. As I scanned
the many pages, I realized no one listed
there had given their vehicle the same
name I had fondly christened my 2008
Toyota Tundra. We had purchased the
truck used in Dec. 2015 and as an out-
door writer, I realized I would be going
on all kinds of outdoor excursions with
this vehicle. Thus, my maroon 4x4 with
its 5.7L V-8 engine, roomy crew cab and
capped bed was affectionately named
“Trek.” That’s right, “Trek, the Truck.”
As in, “today, Trek and I are going...”
For 8.5-years, Trek took me all across
PA and into neighboring states. We
went hunting, fishing, hiking, camping,
kayaking, canoeing, biking, boating,
and pursuing a wide gamut of other
outdoor activities together. Trek never
complained, regardless of how much
gear I put in the cab, stowed in the bed,
attached on the hitch, or towed behind.
The funny thing is, my wife often said
our Tundra actually belonged to our two
German shepherds, since Colby proud-
ly occupied the backseat from Dec. 2015
to Apr. 2021, and Saint called it his from
Mar. 2022 to Jun. 2024. I was merely
their chauffeur. I have numerous great
photos of them in the truck: some with
their heads out the window, others
sound asleep on the backseat, and a few
where they thought they needed to oc-
cupy the driver’s seat when Dad went
into a store. My fondest memories with
Trek will be forever intertwined with
my wife, our children, and our dogs.
One thing I loved about Trek was its
ability to maintain whatever speed you
set the cruise control at, regardless
of whether you were on a flat stretch,
going uphill, or downhill. This was a
tremendous advantage when making
the 5-hour drive across the Common-
wealth to visit my parents or during the
many occasions when we helped move
our three children and their belong-
ings from one location to another. My
brother once commented Trek wasn’t a

truck, since the ride was too smooth and
comfortable.

Many of my trips with Trek were rather
short. Some a mere couple of hundred
yards, as I often hauled firewood around
our property. While others were only a
few miles, as I often used Trek to shut-
tle either my canoe or kayak to launch
sites either upstream or downstream
from Pulaski along the Shenango River.
I frequently did “peddle and paddle” ex-
cursions, where I would drive down to
either Nashua Bridge or Harbor, ride
my bicycle home, and then paddle down
in a canoe or kayak to where the truck
was parked.

Trek spent many a day parked in ac-
cess areas/launch sites on Shenango
Reservoir, Lake Wilhelm, and all along
the Allegheny River, from Franklin
in Venango County all the way down-
stream to downtown Pittsburgh. When
we went to Presque Isle, it was a coin-
flip whether there would be kayaks in
the bed or bicycles on the hitch rack.
Many an enjoyable evening was spent
cruising back roads around Benezette,
Winslow Hill, and the vast PA Wilds Re-
gion on elk-watching excursions. Trek
also spent considerable time parked at
access points along the Stavich Bike
Trail, the Montour Trail, or the Me-
troParks Bikeway, as we peddled those
rails-to-trails projects. Trek’s 4-wheel
drive got me through many difficult
roads (if you can even call some of the
“goat paths” we traversed roads). The
last “iffy” situation was a very rutted,
muddy 300-yard stretch of access road
by the northern edge of State Game
Lands 203 near Warrendale. It was bad,
but no way was I going to get stuck in
Allegheny County, and Trek didn’t leave
me down.

Then there’s the story of Mike from
West Middlesex, who on 3 separate
occasions got his older, white Chevy
Trailblazer severely stuck at the Pulaski
boat launch. We're talking into the river
at times, but Trek’s 4-Low and lengthy
tow straps successfully extricated him
each time. The sad news is a chipmunk
chewed through Trek’s wiring harness
last summer and the transmission nev-
er seemed to shift properly, even with
multiple parts replaced. It became a
concern on longer excursions and last
week, Trek was solemnly traded in for
“Trek 2”. I'll always have the memories
and look forward to making many more
with our replacement vehicle. Here’s
hoping your vehicle (named or not)
brings you as much joy and as many
memories as you pursue your passions
outdoors! God Bless, Be Safe, and
Great OQutdoors!

This tasty dish will fuel the family for a day outdoors filled with biking, hik-
ing, fishing, or playing a few innings of softball at a community park.

Your kitchen will be awhirl when your school-age kids prepare the casserole
with your supervision and assistance. Read the recipe together, then divvy up
responsibilities once ingredients are gathered. “Who wants to crack and whip
up the eggs? Or grate cheese? There’s French bread to be sliced and lined up
in even rows,” you might ask, to get them excited and on task.

‘While supervising the sous chef team in their prep work, you can be complet-
ing the adult task of frying or baking the bacon. When assembled, cover and
put in the refrigerator overnight, then bake just before serving.

HEARTY EGG-AND-CHEESE CASSEROLE
Serves 12

- 1/2 loaf French bread, cut in 3/4-inch slices
- 8 eggs, beaten

—~11/2 cups milk

- 3/4 cup sour cream

-1 teaspoon Dijon mustard

- 1/2 teaspoon salt

- 1/4 teaspoon white or black pepper

- Pinch of cayenne pepper (optional)

- 10 slices cooked bacon, crumbled

-1 cup Swiss cheese, shredded

-1 cup Monterey Jack cheese, shredded
- 2 medium scallions, thinly sliced

- 1/2 red bell pepper, cored and chopped
- 1/2 cup Parmesan cheese, grated

To put it together the night before, butter a 9-by-13-inch baking pan or spray
with cooking spray. Cover the bottom with bread slices. Whisk together beaten
eggs, milk, sour cream, mustard, salt and ground peppers. Set aside.

Sprinkle bacon, shredded cheeses, scallions and red bell pepper over the
bread, making sure that the ingredients are evenly distributed. Pour the egg
mixture over it all. Cover tightly with foil and refrigerator overnight.

In the morning, remove from the refrigerator and let stand for 30 minutes,
covered.

Preheat oven to 325 F and bake covered for 45 minutes, or until a knife
inserted near the center comes out clean. Remove foil and sprinkle Parmesan
evenly on top. Return to oven for 5-10 minutes.

Serve immediately.
