I am always looking 
for a way to showcase 
the bright colors and 
naturally sweet tastes 
of fresh berries. Sliced, 
whole, or mixed togeth-

er with a light sauce, they make a quick dessert 
option when piled high over a scoop of ice cream or 
a slice of angel food cake.

   And for a dependable showstopper, nothing beats topping serving-sized 
crackly, meringue shells with berries, a dollop of whipped cream, and a sprig 
of fresh mint from the garden. They look fancy, but they are easy to make, 
especially when your school-aged kids lend a hand.
   Put these “Berry Delicious Meringues” on your Mother’s Day menu this 
year for a memorable celebration! First, make the meringue shells ahead of 
time.

BERRY DELICIOUS MERINGUES
8-10 servings
-- 3 egg whites
-- 1/4 teaspoon cream of tartar
-- 3/4 cup of sugar

Preheat oven to 275 F. In a large mixing 
bowl, beat the egg whites until frothy and 

foamy with an 
electric mixer 
set at low speed. 
Add the cream of tartar. Increase speed until soft 
peaks form. Let one of your kids begin adding 
the sugar slowly, a tablespoon at a time. You’ll 
be amazed to see how dramatically the mixture 
expands and changes. Once all the sugar is added, 
keep beating until glossy, stiff peaks form.
   Use an ice-cream scoop or large spoon to drop 
1/3 cupfuls of the mixture onto a cookie sheet lined 
with parchment paper. With the back of a spoon 
or with wet fi ngers, spread each portion out into 
3-1/2-inch circles, building up the sides slightly. 
You may space them quite close together since they 
won’t rise.

   Bake 1 hour. Turn off the oven and leave me-
ringues in the oven with the door closed for an 
additional 1 1/2 hours. Remove and cool.
   To serve, fi ll with your favorite whole and sliced 
berries, then top with whipped cream and a sprig of 
mint or a whole strawberry -- stem and all.

   Extra Tip: Is Mom a chocoholic? Drizzle some 
chocolate sauce over the top! Or get fancy like 
restaurants and make a few simple dots or swirls 
directly on the plate around the meringue.

This year’s ceremony is scheduled for Sat., May 24, 2025 at 
2 PM at the Davis Hollow Marina. (That’s along Lake Ar-

thur’s North Shore at the eastern end 
of North Shore Drive.) Regardless of 
what type of boat you have or your 
religious affi liation, you are cordially 
invited to participate in this inclusive 
event! If you’ve never been to a Bless-
ing of the Fleet Ceremony, you might 

have some confusion over what it is. It is very simple. There 
is nothing mystical about it. It is a ceremony where local 
clergy pray over the boaters and their boats, for safety on 
the water, protection from dangers, and pray for their boats 
to operate smoothly as they are out on the water this Sum-
mer. The Blessing of the Fleet is a maritime custom dat-
ing back centuries and is observed by boating communities 
around the world. It is a blessing of recreational/commer-
cial vessels in a bid to ensure a safe and bountiful season.
   The Coast Guard Auxiliary is the uniformed volunteer 
component of the U.S. Coast Guard and actively supports 
the Coast Guard in nearly all its service missions. The 
Coast Guard Auxiliary was created in 1939 by Congress. 
Following the ceremony, the Coast Guard Auxiliary’s 
trained examiners will be offering free vessel safety checks 
for any boat owners who are interested. These checks are 
designed to ensure boats comply with state and federal 
safety regulations and are equipped with necessary safety 
gear. What a great way to ensure you and your boat are in 
compliance when it comes to life jackets (PFDs – personal 
fl oatation devices), fi re extinguishers, distress signals, and 
other safety essentials. Keep in mind this varies based on 
the size and type of boat. The requirements are different 
for a motorized vessel vs. a sailboat vs. a paddled craft. If 
you come and have your boat checked, you may learn a 
thing or two, and it may save you from a warning or worse 
yet a fi ne from a PFBC Waterways Conservation Offi cer in 
the future. Having a safe and seaworthy vessel is no acci-
dent and a great way to start the boating season!
   This event is free and open to the public, so even if you 
don’t own a boat, you may want to head over to Davis Hol-
low Marina on May 24 at 2 PM to observe with your chil-
dren or other family members/friends.

Who must Recycle: All residents and businesses of New Wilmington are required 
to recycle at their curb. Property managers must provide recycling for housing, condo, or 
apartment complexes for situations where they arrange for trash disposal.

How are Materials Collected: At your curb. Materials can be mixed together. 
Each household has previously been issued a blue 95- gallon recycle tote. The recycle cart 
should be placed at the curb on Wednesday evening by 10:00 PM. Please leave at least 2 
feet between the refuse cart and the recycle cart.

When: The current schedule can be found on the Borough’s website. Recycle collection 
is currently every other week on Thursday.

Spring Cleanup: A spring cleanup is held annually for Borough residential 
customers. Consult the website or contact the Borough for the schedule. 

Large/Bulky Item Pickup: Bulky items are collected throughout the year through 
special arrangements with Tri-County Industries. Contact the borough offi ce to arrange 
special pickups.

Leaf & Yard Waste (excluding grass): Consult the schedule on the Borough 
website. Leaf waste must be placed in a brown paper leaf bag.

Christmas Trees: Christmas trees are collected through January 30th. Trees must be 
at curb by 7 a.m. on each Monday.

Electronics and Household Hazardous Waste/Chemicals (HHW): 
Electronics and HHW are collected curbside by appointment. Schedule an appointment by:

Only bottles, jugs, cans, and clean paper are recyclable in the curbside program. Do not place 
materials in plastic bags and do not include any items not listed. Acceptable materials may 
periodically change so always follow the information provided from your hauler. Businesses must 
also recycle but may pick the recycling hauler of their choice.

USEFUL
INFORMATION:
Recycling can be confusing because what is accepted as recyclable may be 
different between hauling companies and communities. Recycling programs 
are driven by markets and vary from region to region and state to state. Newer 
residents that move to our community are often surprised by the differences.

“Wishcycling” and Contamination
Contamination occurs when trash/unacceptable materials are placed in your 
recycling bin. With wishcycling people mean well, but unintentionally hurt 
recycling programs by placing the wrong materials into their bins. Examples 
include plastic toys, food containers, tubing, or buckets. When placed in the 
recycling bin, these and similar items must be physically removed and then 
landfi lled. It is estimated that up to 20% of the cost of recycling is used to deal 
with items that should have been placed in the trash. Items that are not listed as 
recyclable WILL NOT get recycled. This includes plastic bags.

Plastic is the most confusing material because it comes in a variety of forms and 
resins that are chemically different. People often think that because 
something is “plastic” that it is recyclable. This is not the case. The same holds 
true with the “recycling” symbol and number commonly found on plastic items. 
The purpose of the symbol and number is to indicate the resin type. It has 
nothing to do with recycling!

Instead, focus on the shape of item. When it comes to recycling, think “plastic 
bottles/jugs, metal cans, and clean paper.” If you’re holding a plastic item, 
consider if it is a bottle. For example, butter tubs, yogurt containers, and 
clam-shell/take-out food containers are plastic and usually have a recycling 
symbol and number on them. But—they are not a bottle/jug and belong in the 
trash. When in doubt, throw it out.

How to Prepare Your Recyclables
A simple rinse of food/beverage bottles and jugs is all that is needed. Cardboard 
should be fl attened and mixed papers (magazines, junk mail, newspapers) can 
be placed in your bin loosely or in a brown paper bag. Do not put any materials 
in plastic bags. Plastic bags must be ripped open. And loose bags jam conveyor 
belts and gears. They are a signifi cant cost to manage when they get into the 
system and will not get recycled at the recycling center. Many local grocers 
accept plastic bags for recycling.

DEAR PAW’S CORNER: 
Spring is here, and 
summer is just around 
the corner. Can you please remind people that leav-
ing pets in a hot car is a deadly mistake? -- Carol in 
Syracuse, New York
DEAR CAROL: Absolutely. Folks, even if the 
weather outside is just warm -- not hot -- the inside 
of your car can become extremely hot when it’s 
parked in the sun. Even with the windows cracked 
a bit, the temperature can still rise by 20, 30 and 40 
degrees higher than the outside air temperature. 
So, if it’s a balmy 65 degrees outside, the interior of 
your car can reach 105 degrees or higher -- enough 
to cause heat injury or death for a pet.
   That’s why 31 U.S. states now have laws banning 
pets in parked cars. It’s why police and even private 
citizens, in some areas, can smash a car window to 
save a pet. And it’s why pet owners who leave their 
animal in a parked car may face fi nes and, in some 
states, prison. Those laws do not make exceptions 

for cars that are left 
running to keep the 
air conditioning on. If 
the car stalls or has an 
automatic switch-off, 
the interior will heat up 
dramatically even on a 
cloudy day.
   So, as we roll into the 
warm spring months, 
it’s important to have a 
plan for your pet if you 
need to take them along 
for the day. If they can’t 
come with you into the 
store or the salon, leave 
them safe at home. ©2025 
King Features Synd., Inc.
