Transforming Worship

Sing the praises of the Lord, you his faithful people. 
Psalm 30:4     READ Psalm 30

   Susy wept as she sat outside the hospital’s inten-
sive care unit—waves of paralyzing fear sweeping 
over her. The tiny lungs of her two-month-old baby 
were fi lled with fl uid, and doctors said they were 
doing their best to save him but gave no guaran-
tees. At that moment she says she “felt the sweet, 
gentle nudging of the Holy Spirit reminding [her] 
to worship God.” With no strength to sing, she 
played praise songs on her phone over the next 
three days in the hospital. As she worshiped, she 
found hope and peace. Today, she says the experi-
ence taught her that “worship doesn’t change God, 
but it defi nitely changes you.”
   Facing desperate circumstances, David called out 
to God in prayer and praise (Psalm 30:8). One com-
mentator notes that the psalmist prayed “for grace 
issued in praise and transformation.” God turned 
David’s “wailing into dancing” and he declared that 
he would “praise [God] forever”—in all circum-
stances (vv. 11-12). While it can be hard to praise 
God during painful times, it can lead to transforma-
tion. From despair to hope, from fear to faith. And 
He can use our example to encourage and trans-
form others (vv. 4-5).
   Susy’s baby boy was restored to health by God’s 
grace. While not all challenges in life will end as we 
hope they will, He can transform us and fi ll us with 
renewed joy (v. 11) as we worship Him even in our 
pain.

DEAR PAW’S CORNER: 
At my cat’s last veteri-
nary visit, it was recom-
mended that she wear 
a fl ea collar or get a 
monthly fl ea treatment. 
“Belle” is a completely 
indoor cat and has never 
had fl eas. Why do I need 
to prevent her from get-
ting them? -- Carla G., 
Gulf Shores, Alabama

DEAR CARLA: While 
it seems totally reason-
able to not treat Belle 
for fl eas, there is always 
a risk of getting them. 
This is the same logic 
behind routine vaccina-
tions -- it’s unlikely that 

an indoor cat will be exposed to rabies, but there is 
always a chance.
   I’ll give you a personal example. Last fall, I took 
care of a friend’s dog for a few weeks while they 
were away dealing with a family emergency. On the 
fi rst day, I noticed that “Kerry” was chewing on his 
tail and his hair was almost gone at the base of his 
tail. I knew right away that he had fl eas, and a visual 
check confi rmed it. All of my pets are treated for 
fl eas, even though my cat stays indoors. With my 
friend’s permission, I treated Kerry with a topical 
fl ea treatment and kept him separated from the 
other pets for a few days until no live fl eas could 
be found in his fur. I also monitored all my pets for 
fl eas during his visit. 
   I hadn’t planned on Kerry arriving with fl eas, but 
his owner had forgotten to give him his monthly 
fl ea treatment for a couple of months. This un-
planned situation could have been a real problem 
for me and my pets.
   There’s an old saying that “an ounce of preven-
tion is worth a pound of cure,” and that is certainly 
the case with fl eas, which can be hard to eliminate 
from your home once they get a foothold. There are 
many options today -- not just collars -- to prevent 
fl eas from getting on your cat. Talk to your vet 
about the treatment they recommend for Belle.

Composting is the human intervention in the
natural decay process. In nature, this process can
take up to two years. We can shorten this process
to six to seven weeks by adjusting and maintaining
the moisture, oxygen, and Nitrogen content of the
organic materials that we are composting.

Why is Composting Important?
Food and yard waste make up about 30% of
our waste stream. Composting is a great way to
reduce our waste, save landfi ll space, sequester
carbon, and reduce greenhouse gas emissions.
Finished compost is an excellent soil amendment
and a great way to improve your soil.
Residents and businesses in municipalities of
more than 5,000 people are required by State law
to separate leaf waste from other waste. These
municipalities must also provide a collection
program for the material.

Do I need a Compost Bin?
You can compost with or without a bin. People
who want to use a bin can build their own or
purchase a commercially available bin. There are
plans available online to build a variety of bins.

How do I Compost?
1. First, pick a location for your composite pile. It
 should be convenient for you, partly shaded,
 dry, and fl at. Items to consider when picking a
 location include your neighbors, water supply,
 and end use of the fi nish compost.
2. Next add your materials. The ideal ratio is
 three parts brown materials to one part green
 material. Green material is higher Nitrogen
 which feeds the microbes that drive the
 compost process. See back side for common
 brown and green materials. You may substitute a
 small amount of a Nitrogen fertilizer if you don’t
 have green material available. Conversely, you
 can use sawdust or shredded paper/cardboard
 if you are short on brown materials.
3. Make sure your compost pile has suffi cient
 moisture. It should feel slightly moist. If it is too
 dry, add water, and if it is too wet, add material.
4. Turn (mix) the pile every seven days. Check the
 moisture content after turning.
5. You should have compost in six to seven weeks
 if you followed the 3:1 recipe, turned it regularly,
 and maintained the proper moisture content.

Finished compost is a great soil amendment that should 
be mixed in with the top 6 inches of soil. Compost is also 
a suitable mulch. Compost can be used as a potting mix 
- more than a quarter to a third of the total potting mix 
should be compost.

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Outdoor Opportunities

Confi rming the Theory, 
You Can Defi nitely Have Outdoor Fun in Erie!

   While it ranks 33rd in total area, 
Pennsylvania is still a relatively large 
state. I’m pretty sure I’m in a very 
small minority, when I say I’ve spent 

time in all 67-counties in the Commonwealth at one point or 
another. There are probably signifi cant numbers of PA resi-
dents in our area who have never visited Wayne County in 
the extreme NE corner or Delaware County in the extreme 
SE corner. Similarly, it was no surprise when a large por-
tion of attendees at our recent Pennsylvania Outdoor Writ-
ers Association (POWA) conference in Erie, professional 
outdoor communicators who hail from all across our great 
state, had never been to Erie County before in the extreme 
NW corner. We are blessed to live only 90-minutes from 
Erie and many local residents regularly visit Erie to pursue 
a myriad of diverse outdoor passions.
   This year’s POWA conference was just held May 15-18, 
2025 at the Ambassador Conference Center at the intersec-
tion of I-90 and Peach Street in Erie. It’s been said, “The 
friends you surround yourself with have a signifi cant im-
pact on your life, shaping your behaviors, attitudes, and 
well-being.” That is why I choose to be an active POWA 
member, surrounding myself with more experienced out-
door writers who I am mentored by and now after 12-years 
of membership, I have the opportunity to help mentor new-
er members who have joined our ranks. I tremendously 
look forward to annually gathering with the POWA quill (a 
quill being the term for a group of writers, similar to a pa-
rade of elephants or a gaze of raccoons).
   We initially assembled on Thursday evening at the Col-
ony Pub & Grille for dinner after checking into our hotel. 
This was a time to joyfully renew good friendships in per-
son, after primarily interacting via monthly Google Meet 
video conferences for the past 12-months. I had the walleye 
platter, since that seemed appropriate when dining within 
½-mile of Presque Isle Bay. Friday morning was when the 
conference really kicked off with a variety of activities to 
choose from. Three members, along with the one mem-
ber’s college-age son, went out walleye fi shing aboard the 
“Heartbeat,” captained by “Dr. Bob” Ferraro. The retired 
heart surgeon capably put them into several nice walleyes 
in the 24 to 26-inch range, so each fi sherman earned a great 
story and an awesome photo opportunity holding their wall-

eye. Most of our attendees, who had 
never been to Erie before, opted for 
the informative visit to the Tom Ridge 
Environmental Center (across from 
Waldameer Park) and the subsequent 
extensive tour of Presque Isle State 
Park. (I did learn during our confer-

ence that Presque Isle in French means “almost an island.”)
   A few of our avid birders explored Presque Isle on their 
own and were able to add a few rarer warblers and shore-
birds to their avian Life lists. One senior member opted to 
take a guided turkey hunt. He had a great time and obtained 
a memorable story, in spite of missing a gobbler when a 
shot presented itself. (He was duly chided by other senior 
turkey hunters.) I, along with two other members and the 
one member’s wife, opted for a fascinating behind-the-
scenes tour of the PA Fish & Boat Commission’s innovative 
Mussel-rearing facility at the former Union City fi sh hatch-
ery. I will share in-depth details in next week’s piece, since 
I learned fascinating new things about our native species of 
Mussels, some listed as federally or state endangered spe-
cies, which inhabit our many PA waterways, including the 
local Shenango River.
   Friday evening’s BBQ at the unique Asbury Woods Na-
ture Center was sponsored by the PA Game Commission. It 
was my fi rst time at Asbury Woods and I will be going back 
to explore their miles of hiking trails and read the informa-
tive displays. The PGC’s Northwest Regional Supervisor, 
Jesse Bish, provided an update on several PGC matters, 
the highlight being they have fi nally started the project to 
reconstruct the Wildlife Learning Center at Pymatuning. 
(The former often-visited facility built in 1937 was razed in 
2015.) Project completion will be in late 2026 and the Grand 
Opening will be in early 2027.
  Saturday brought craft improvement sessions on: (1) Us-
ing natural history facts and descriptions to develop scenes; 
(2) Being concise without sacrifi cing narrative and voice; 
and (3) Tips for using cell phones to shoot story photo-
graphs. Additionally, there were newsmaker sessions with: 
(1) The S.O.N.S. of Lake Erie fi shing/conservation club; 
(2) BoatUS/TowBoatUS; (3) VisitErie; and (4) PA Fish & 
Boat Commission Executive Director, Tim Schaeffer. Sat-
urday concluded with our Awards Banquet, where the Win-
ners and Runners-Up were recognized in 32-categories. As 
Awards Committee Chairman, special thanks to my many 
Judges who are reading this. I am humbled to report I was 
elected POWA President for a 2nd term. You can defi nitely 
have outdoor fun in Erie!
